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I. Introduction

The Board of Governors decided in April 2009 to grant more autonomy to European Schools Type I as regards the schools' operation from the pedagogical, administrative and financial point of view. It therefore decided to delegate powers to the Administrative Boards to set school fee levels for category III pupils within the limits of a banded range.  In April 2011, the EPO presented to the Board of Governors a document
 asking for the banded range to be defined. Following this, the Board of Governors mandated the Secretary General “to set up a Working Group to engage in general reflection on the funding of the European Schools system, in particular on the financial contribution of the categories other than category I. 
Furthermore, in December 2011 the Board of Governors mandated the ‘School Fees’ Working Group to review the school fees for children of NATO officials (international civilian staff) with a view to align the fee level with the cost of a pupil in the Brussels European Schools for the beginning of the 2013/2014 school year in September 2013.
The ‘School Fees’ Working Group had hold meetings on 28 June 2011, 7 October 2011, 18 January and 14 February 2012 with the view to provide the Budgetary Committee in March 2012 and the Board of Governors in April 2012 with an analysis of the school fees and a possible proposals to amend the current mechanism.

The Budgetary Committee took note of the interim report and discussed the draft proposal on category III school fees in a controversial manner. 
In its meeting of 18 – 20 April 2012 the Board of Governors mandated after controversial discussions the Working Group to provide a moderate proposal concerning the future category III school fees to be adopted by written procedure. A first meeting to review the draft proposal on category III fees in this sense took place on 14 June 2012, but the attempt to provide the Board with a final proposal to be adopted in a written procedure before the summer break proved to be too ambitious due to the quite antithetic positions of the Members of the Working Group. It was therefore decided to provide the Budgetary Committee in November and the Board of Governors in December 2012 with a revised document providing alternative proposals reflecting the different positions. Finally, the Working Group met again on 24 September 2012 in order to prepare this document.
II. Draft proposals and their background
The draft proposals concern the issue of school fee reductions for siblings and the (annual) increase of school fees.

1. Reduction of school fees for siblings
a) Background

As stated in Chapter XXV of the Digest of Decisions, possible school fee reductions can be linked to two components, a family component and an income-dependent component. 

(1) Family component

Families who have enrolled two or more children for whom school fees are payable in one or more European Schools at the same time shall be entitled to a family-related reduction in school fees set by the Board of Governors. In this context the Board of Governors has decided in 2005 that:

· the full amount of the fees corresponding to the teaching level shall be payable for the first child,

· 50% of the fees corresponding to the teaching level shall be payable for the second child,

· 25% of the fees corresponding to the teaching level shall be payable for the third and each subsequent child.

Irrespective of the fees applicable to the teaching level, the minimum amount may not be less than 50% of the fees charged for the nursery.

An analysis conducted to review the impact of such a policy in the European Schools system has shown that a large percentage of category III pupils (52% in primary and 23% in secondary) benefit from the policy of reduction for siblings. However, the balance fluctuates constantly due to the eldest sibling leaving the school. The table below summarises recent data to this regard:

In the Budget 2011 the reductions linked to siblings (family component) amounted to €3,784,030 out of a potential total (without reductions) of €21,795,660, or 17.6%
 (which represents less than 1% of the total European School budget).
A benchmark of reduction for siblings in other schools (both private and state subsidised) offering international tuition was also conducted. The results are summarised in the table below and for Brussels in a table in Annex 1:

According to the benchmark, the policy of the European Schools on reductions for siblings is the most generous of all schools examined, with reductions granted elsewhere being on average between 40% and 50% less than those granted in European Schools.
(2) Income-dependent reductions

Furthermore, the Board of Governors decided that in duly substantiated hardship cases, on application from the persons concerned, a reduction in school fees may be granted, taking account of the income and the composition of the family concerned.

The method shall be based on comparison of the income available, minus a basic amount, with the school fees normally payable.

In so far no special circumstances are recognized, the minimum contribution to be paid as school fees shall amount to 25% of the school fees normally due, irrespective of the results of the calculation to be carried out by the schools.

In the Budget 2011 the reductions linked to hardship cases amounted to €1,054,770. 

The Working Group agreed to review the current mechanism and to work on the concept of scholar ship. This work, which has no direct impact on the proposals concerning the school fees, should be finalised by the end of the year. 
b) Concrete proposals

The concrete proposals focus on the ‘family component’ of the school fee reductions. 
A decision on the school fee reductions requests a position of the Board of Governors concerning the 
· the concrete level of school fee reductions and

· the question whether the new school fee reductions shall only concern new pupils not enrolled before the school year 2013/2014 or only new families having no child enrolled so far.

Proposal A
:
Content:
· to foresee a reduction of 35% for the first sibling and a reduction of 60% for every following sibling 
· to be applied only for new families having not enrolled a child so far.

Financial implications:
Without taking into account additional school fee increases beyond the established 2% per year
 the yearly school fees for the first sibling (reduction of 35%) would increase

· from € 1.405 to € 1.827 in the nursery and 

· from € 1.933 to € 2.315 in the primary and

· from € 2.636 to € 3.427 in the secondary. 

For every following sibling (reduction of 60%) the yearly school fees would increase 

· from € 1.405 to € 1.405 in the nursery (no change, see footnote 5 below)
· from € 1.405
 to € 1.546 in the primary and 

· from € 1.405 to € 2.109 in the secondary.

Proposal B
:
Content:

· to foresee a reduction of 25% for the first sibling and a reduction of 50% for every following sibling

· to be applied for every new pupil not enrolled before the school year 2013/14.

Financial implications:

Without taking into account additional school fee increases beyond the established 2% per year the yearly school fees for the first sibling (reduction of 25%) would increase

· from € 1.405 to € 2.108 in the nursery and 

· from € 1.933 to € 2.900 in the primary and

· from € 2.636 to € 3.954 in the secondary. 

For every following sibling (reduction of 50%) the yearly school fees would increase 

· from € 1.405 to € 1.405 in the nursery (no change)
· from € 1.405 to € 1.933 in the primary and 

· from € 1.405 to € 2.636 in the secondary.

Proposal C
:
Content:

· to foresee a reduction of 15% for the first sibling and a reduction of 30% for every following sibling

· to be applied for every new pupil not enrolled before the school year 2013/14.

Financial implications:

Without taking into account additional school fee increases beyond the established 2% per year the yearly school fees for the first sibling (reduction of 15%) would increase

· from €1.405 to € 2.389 in the nursery and 

· from € 1.933 to € 3.286 in the primary and

· from € 2.636 to € 4.481 in the secondary. 

For every following sibling (reduction of 30%) the yearly school fees would increase 

· from € 1.405 to € 1.967 in the nursery and

· from € 1.405 to € 2.706 (reduction of 30%) in the primary and 

· from € 1.405 to € 3.690 (reduction of 30%) in the secondary.

2. Level of school fees

a) Background

Between 1993/1994 and 2003/2004 school fees increased on average by 9% per year. In school year 2003/2004 parents faced another considerable increase of 33%.

These fee increases were challenged in front of national courts in Belgium, Germany and Luxembourg; some of the court cases are still pending, while in other cases a final judgement was received. 

In Germany, after the initial decision followed by appeal and counter-appeal, the court ruled that it is not competent in the matter.

In Belgium, the court of first instance found in favour of the parents.  The schools appealed and the decision of the appeal court was announced on 28 February 2011.  The court ruled that the schools must reimburse to the complainants the difference between the school fees that they paid in 2003-2004 and the amount that they would have paid if the Board of Governors had not changed its decision of 1994 (when it established a ten-year plan for increases in fees for the period 1994 – 2004).  

In Luxembourg, the parents introduced their claims in two different courts.  In one case, the court has found in favour of the parents.  The school has appealed.
  In another case a Luxembourg court recently decided that the European Schools have a wide ranging autonomy to set and increase the school fees
. 
After these significant increases and also in the light of the pending court cases referred to the Board of Governors fixed in April 2005 the amount of school fees for the 2005/2006 school year and planned for a 2% adaptation for the following school year.

Furthermore, the Board of Governors decided that setting a stable percentage increase in school fees over a period of several years was desirable, in order to give parents of category III pupils a degree of security during their children’s schooling period and stressed that “any increase in fees at a rate above the rate of inflation should be accompanied by an explicit justification”
. 

Since that date, school fees have increased each school year by 2%, the inflation rate considered by the European Central Bank to be the reference rate to be respected.

Consequently, school fees for the European schools located in a state where the official currency is the euro
 have been fixed as follows for the 2012/2013 school year:

· for the nursery school

€ 2.756,82
· for the primary school

€ 3.790,67
· for the secondary school
€ 5.169,09.

The specific school fees for civilian staff of NATO and NAMSA currently amount to:

· for the nursery school

€ 5.513,64
· for the primary school

In case the current increase mechanism will also be applied for the coming school year the school fees would amount to 

· for the nursery school

€ 2.811,96
· for the primary school

in the school year 2013/14

In the context of fixing the annual school fee increases also an overview on “expenditures on educational institutions per pupil/student” might give some guidance.
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b) Concrete proposals

In the context of the annual increase of the school fees it has to be decided
· whether a central approach shall be followed or whether more autonomy should be given to the schools and
· what should be the limits of a possible banded range? 
The following three proposals are providing answers to these questions in a different manner. 

All proposals are based on the common understanding in the working group that the new fees should 

· be applicable as of 1 September 2013,
· affect only all pupils newly enrolled in the school year 2013/2014
 and
reflect the fact that a category III pupil has no entitlement to mother tongue tuition and is only accepted if there are spare places.

Proposal A
:
Content:

· to foresee no banded range and to fix a certain percentage (for example 2%) plus the inflation rate;
· in any case the category III school fees shall not exceed a ceiling of 70% of the overall average costs per pupil in the European School system.
Financial implications:

In case of an fixed annual increase of 2%
 plus inflation rate and without taking into account the possible additional affects of the revision of the school fee reductions illustrated above the yearly school fees would increase in the school year 2013/14

· from € 2.810 to € 2.865 in the nursery and

· from € 3.866 to € 3.942  in the primary and

· from € 5.272 to € 5.375 in the secondary. 

In the school year 2019/2020 the yearly school fees would

· amount to € 3.625 (inflation rate + 2%
)  in the nursery (status quo: € 3.165) and

· to € 4.988 (inflation rate + 2%) in the primary (status quo: € 4.354) and

· to € 6.801 (inflation rate + 2%) in the secondary (status quo: € 5.937).  
Proposal B:

Content:
· to fix by the BoG an increase of the fee to be at 55% of the overall average costs per pupil in the European School system and to continue after this ‘one shot’ increase with the annual increase equivalent to the inflation rate;

· to give autonomy to the schools’ administrative board to de- or increase the amount of the fees fixed by the BoG up to 5%.

Financial implications:

Without taking into account the possible additional affects of the revision of the school fee reductions illustrated above the yearly school fees would increase in the school year 2013/14

· from € 2.810 to € 4.160 (increase of 51%) in the nursery and 

· from € 3.866 to € 5.735 (increase of 51%) in the primary and

· from € 5.272 to € 7.820 (increase of 51%) in the secondary. 

In the school year 2019/2020 the yearly school fees would

· amount to € 4.685 (51% followed by 2%
 increases per year) in the nursery (status quo: € 3.165) and

· to € 6.459 (51% in 2014 followed by 2% increases per year) in the primary (status quo: € 4.354) and

· to  € 8.807 (51% in 2014 followed by 2% increases per year) in the secondary (status quo: € 5.937).
Proposal C
:
Content:
· foresee a banded range for a one-shot-increase ranging from a minimum of 10 % to a maximum of 30% followed by a constant yearly increase of 2% over the percentage of the inflation rate;
· in any case the category III school fees shall not exceed a ceiling of 70% of the overall average costs per pupil in the European School system.
Based on a proposal of the administrative board of each school the individual final decision concerning the one-shot increase will be taken by the Board of Governors in the context of the adoption of the school’s budget for the year 2014.

Financial implications:

Without taking into account the possible additional affects of the revision of the school fee reductions illustrated above the yearly school fees would increase in the school year 2013/14

· from € 2.810 to € 3.031 (increase of 10%) up to a maximum of € 3.582 (increase of 30%) in the nursery and 

· from € 3.866 to € 4.169 (increase of 10%) up to a maximum of € 4.927 (increase of 30%) in the primary and

· from € 5.272 to € 5.685 (increase of 10%) up to a maximum of € 6.719 (increase of 30%) in the secondary. 

In the school year 2019/2020 the yearly school fees would

· amount to € 3.835 (10% followed by 4%
 increases per year) up to a maximum of € (increase of 30% followed by 4% increases) in the nursery (status quo: € 3.165) and

· to € 5.276 (10% in 2014 followed by 4% increases per year) up to a maximum of € 6.235 (increase of 30% followed by 4% increases) in the primary (status quo: € 4.354) and

· to  € 7.194 (10% in 2014 followed by 4% increases per year) up to a maximum of € 8.501 (increase of 30% followed by 4% increases) in the secondary (status quo: € 5.937).
