	The Board of Governors has approved the Dossier of Conformity of the future accredited school of Brindisi related to its Secondary Cycle (S4 - S5). At the moment the English-speaking class is made up of 10 pupils while the Italian class is made up of 26 pupils.
The English-speaking class is a mixed class of pupils attending  years 4 and 5 under the specific request of U.N.L.B. in Brindisi, due to previous schooling attendance of U.N. staff’s children. We are having contacts also with foreign families working in NATO Base – Taranto – who have already shown interest in the European School for their children. We understand that some foreign students will enrol soon after the beginning of February this year or earlier.

In the Liceo, but exceptionally only for this year, there’s also a group of 35 Italian pupils who are currently attending a course of study similar to that of the Italian-speaking class in the organization of their curricula. They are in fact having History and Geography classes with English native teacher and  an extra intensive course of English with an English native teacher on Saturdays. At the end of March they are having a language test in English to assess their level. Therefore, if they are ready, we are going to ask the accreditation of 3 year 5 Italian-speaking classes in 2015/16.
