Questions and Statements for the Debate

Is the system after the reform more transparent, effective and efficient?
· Does the reform of the governance as established offer support to the other objectives of the reform (opening up of the system, cost sharing, reform of the baccalaureate)?
· The reform of the governance has not been seized as an opportunity to incorporate other stakeholders nor to improve the relationship between the financial contribution of a stakeholder and the strength of his representation in the system. 

· Is Cost Sharing taking place?
· Do we need another system of quality assurance after the reform?

· Reform of the duties of the inspectorate,
· Different  system for recruitment and evaluation of the teachers.
Rules and regulations issued on a central level have to create a general framework. The system suffers from overregulation. 

· Can the schools work with the autonomy they received?
